
Suburban trains from the city

Street stations).
Caulfi eld is a major station on 
the Cranbourne, Dandenong, 
Frankston and Pakenham 
Lines.

Leave the station following the 
signs for Monash University 
crossing the road then follow the 
red lines for about 280 metres to

You can buy a myki ticket at main stations, 
at 7-Eleven stores.
Casual tickets may cost about $6 per day.
